Carlson and Suhr Libraries have iPads that
students may borrow for up to a week.

Each iPad comes with a carrying case, power
cord, protective cover, and is

pre-loaded with basic apps. If you want to load
additional apps, you can. Just remember that
any apps you download disappear from the iPad
when it's returned to the library.

Once each semester, iPad borrowers are asked
to read and sign a borrowing agreement that
outlines what you need to know about borrowing
an iPad:

e You can keep it for a week
e Late fees are $25 per day
o Fees for damaged equipment may be assessed
e Lost iPads will cost you $600
e etc.
