Library Tip:  Eagle Dollars Accepted At Carlson 

If you have a library fine or lost book charge at 
Carlson Library, you can pay it with Eagle Dollars.  

Just present your ID card to the staff person on 
duty at the Library Circulation Desk. Let him or 
her know that you want to take care of your 
obligation with Eagle Dollars, and they will take 
care of the rest. 

 

The S.W.A.T.  Minion’s Tip:  When Laptop Batteries “Go Bad” 

Q: Will letting a laptop battery sit around unused cause it to 

go bad…even if it is new? 

A: Li-ions self-discharge, although very slowly. If you leave a 

battery sitting for a very long time, it could discharge enough 
so that its “electronic fuse” opens. Once that happens, it is 
nothing more than a paperweight. 

It probably came to you with a charge in the 40-60 percent 
range, since that is the most stable charge level for storage. 

Check the battery every month or so. When it drops below 20 percent, charge it 
back up to around 60 percent before storing it again.
